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Environmental permits include requirements to control potential emissions to air, land and water, as well as conditions for how an installation is managed and operated.  The consultation on the permit application provides members of the public with the opportunity to comment on such issues.  The consultation does not relate to issues such as, traffic movements, visual impact, operating hours and light pollution – which are addressed by the local Authority through the planning process.
Our role

Our role is to ensure emissions do not harm human health or the environment. We check:

· Categories of waste that can be processed

· Site monitoring – techniques, equipment, standards, sampling

· Management and plant operating procedures

· Energy efficiency, accident prevention, noise, vibration control and odour

· Compliance with the Waste Incineration Directive

· Compliance with the permit conditions

Our role does not cover
· Location of proposed plant (land use)

· The need for the facility

· Transport use, impact of traffic movements (outside the site boundary)
· Visual impact

· Operating hours

· Light pollution

We do not decide if, or where, facilities are built, this is for the planning process to decide.
